Scheme?
The National Redress Scheme is for 
people who suffered child sexual 
abuse in institutions such as a school, 
church, mission, orphanage, foster 
care, children’s home, detention 
centre, hospital or a sports club.

As part of redress you can get a payment,  
counselling and support, and an acknowledgement  
of what happened to you from the institution. 

Support services are free and can help before,  
during and after you apply.
